              ~the vowel must be closed in by a consonant


   ~the vowel says it’s short name (a as in apple)






Closed Syllable Exceptions

There are five exceptions (words that do not follow the rules) to the closed syllables. These are glued or welded sounds.

~These glued sounds are exceptions to the closed syllable because the vowel does not say the short sound as we would expect.  It says the long sound (it’s name).

List of Exceptions:

           old- as in cold, bold, mold

           ild- as in wild, child

           ind- as in find, kind, blind

           olt- as in colt, bolt

           ost- as in post, most

          For example:
